After spending twelve years on the Bearsville record
label, Jesse Winchester intends to conduct the rest of
his recording carcer out of his attic. He stll owes
Bearsville two more albums which he'll gladly deliver
Winchester has no beel with the record company that
Robbie Robertson introduced him to in 1969, It's just a
case that the singer/songwriter would rather do things
at his own pace.

This has always been Winchester's way of doing
things. Even as a young American draft dodger starting
out with some heavy help from Albert Grossman - the
whiz manager who put such rock herocs as Bob Dylan
and Jams Joplin on the map — Winchester was paticnt
and level-headed. “I'd rather take it slow and steads
rather than set the world on [ire all at once,” he lold
Rolling Stone in 1970.

Talking in a calm southern drawl that hasn't faded in
14 years of living in Montreal, the Memphis-raised mu-
sician cxprcsscd feclings of disoricntation with the re-
cord machine. *l don't fit in very well with the bigger
companies, he sard earlier this week from his Montreal
West home. 'l don't scll that many records to begin
with,” he added modesily, “so a smaller operation i~
more suited 1o me ™

Winchester (who plays Faces tonight through Satur
day) has spent four years building a recording studio in
his attic. He ligures it’ll be finished by winter and wili
start recording in the upper chamber then. *I haven’
gotten down to the nuts and bolts of it, but I think I'lt
start my own company and maybe distribute it by mal
order.”

Winchester's beliel in music as a one-man art form
rather than a well-staffed operation caused him to forg:
his band a few ycars ago. He docs not forsee a time
when he would rcassemble one. “What | want to do has
nothing to do with drums, speakers and monitors. With
what | do, it doesn’t matter what the voice is being
accompanicd by."

Winchester has long had this view of his role in mus-
ic which he once described as a party with quiet parts.
loud parts, and musicians in the corner playing music.

In later years, the singer/songwriter has been periodi
cally criticized for the complacency in his newer musi
that atl times rings of domestic romanticism Some moan
that his newer albums contain nothing comparable to
the riveling tuncs of his carly efforts. Winchester's onls
answer is that it reflects his state of mind at the mo
ment. “l just happen to be a pretty happy person right
now. | have a good lamily life. I'm happy with my
work. So my songs nowadays reflect that. There are
only two important things to write about,” he concludes.
